DISCOVERY CONTRACT 
 
Fall Session Starts August 23, 2010 – Spring Session Starts January 3rd, 2011. 
 
Independent Contractors:  With the exception of Rabbi Silver and the music teacher, all 
other class instructors are independent contractors.  In the unlikely event of a class 
cancellation, we will provide notice as timely as possible. 
 
Uniforms/Supplies:  In an effort to create a unified, professional look, we ask that all 
families comply with uniform standards for each activity.  Team shirts will be provided 
after registration.  Uniforms include: 

1. Ballet- Plain black leotard with short or long sleeves; pink tights/ *white folded 
socks for Preschool; pink ballet slippers; simple pink short skirt. 

2. Soccer- Shin guards and cleats (for Jr. Leaguers only); baseball hat; water bottle. 
For game days- team shirt; long sleeve white t-shirt under team shirt in cold 
weather, black shorts or running pants. 

3. Basketball- For game days- team shirt, long sleeve white t-shirt under team shirt 
in cold weather; black shorts or running pants; sneakers; water bottle. 

4. Visual Arts- As we are using the highest quality products, many of our supplies 
are not washable.  As such please bring a labeled smock or old oxford shirt to 
cover clothing. 

 
Payment Options:  Prior to the first day of class and participation by the student, 
payment of program tuitions must be made in full or in three postdated checks tendered 
to the Akiba Academy office, made out to Akiba Academy. Any student whose payment 
has not been received by the office will not be allowed to participate. 
 
Refund Policy:  A full refund is available after the first class.  Subsequently, no refunds 
will be issued. 
 
Carpool:  To ensure your child’s safety, we ask that all students be picked up promptly 
following their class (4:30 p.m. for Lower School / 5:30 p.m. for Middle School).  All 
children will be dismissed from the Lower School building only unless a parent walks 
into the classroom to pick up that child.  No child will be allowed to meet parents 
elsewhere on campus.  Children not picked up promptly after class will automatically be 
sent to Aftercare. Parents will be invoiced for a minimum of (1) hour of care, at a cost of 
$9 per hour.  
 
Decorum:  The Discovery program strives to bring out the best in all participating 
students.  As such, each student is expected to behave in a respectful manner befitting 
Akiba Academy principles.  In the event a child continuously misbehaves after receiving 
a warning, parents will be contacted.  If the inappropriate behavior is not corrected, the 
child will be asked to leave the class and no refund will be issued.
